3) Participants submitting an entry must be enrolled in a 2nd level school
or 3rd level institution within the Republic of Ireland to be considered
avalid entry.

4) ESB Networks reserves the right to seek verification from the relevant
school or college of the registration of any students who have entered
the competition.

5) Entries will be accepted by individuals, small groups or a whole class.

Entries

1) There are four categories:
a) 2nd Level Agriculture
b) 2nd Level Construction
c) 3rdLevel Agriculture
d) 3rd Level Construction
2) The parameters for entries are as follows: You can enterin any format:
written (up to 300 words for 2nd level and up to 500 words for 3rd
level students), visual (e.g. photography, poster, design, sketch),

digital (e.g. audio, video). The promoter reserves the right to disqualify
entries which exceed these parameters.

3) The closing date for entries is 23rd of March, 2018. ESB Networks and
the promoter reserve the right to extend the entry period.

4) Allwork should be the students’ own but, for 2nd level entrants, may
be aided or guided by a teacher. Evidence of plagiarism will warrant
the disqualification of the entry.

Prizes
The prizes are as follows:

1) Four National Finalists in four categories will receive a €200 voucher
each.

2) One National Winner in each category will receive an additional €800
voucher, bringing their total prize fund to €1,000 in vouchers.

3) The teacher of the National Winner in both 2nd level categories will
receive a prize of a €200 voucher.

4) Subject to editorial limitations, some or all winners will be featured
